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Company has had numerous name changes 
and is now known as The Dixie Group.

Some of the images in the digital collec-
tions will include: photographs of Black and 
white laborers working together in the foundry 
during the Jim Crow era; aerial photographs 
of the foundry complex, as well as photos of 
equipment; images of women working in dif-
ferent departments of the textile factory; and 
a booklet showcasing the Dixie Mercerizing 
Company’s operations and their mill village, 
Lupton City.

“Special Collections hopes that these ma-
terials will be able to augment and inform our 
existing holdings about urban planning and en-
vironmental issues,” Ryan said, “and that these 
materials will be of use not only to scholars but 
to journalists, students, artists, city planners 
and many others who may gain from explor-
ing the labor history of Chattanooga.”
